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The impression of the reviewed paper is highly positive. We live and act in the era of
"Big Data" (Dig - means big volume, velocity, variety - the three V’s!). However the
reviewed paper : Swiss Early Instrumental Meteorological Measurements - gives us
an excellent example that just in the era of Big Data each part of "Small Data" (just
a separate digit!!) is of high value and provides our understanding of processes in
the past. The paper of Swiss colleagues from Bern demonstrates how accurate and
cautious we should be with the content of old weather archives.
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
